Calibate a Hygrometer

Last month in this columnwe told you how to
make your very ownhumidor credo, cigar juice,
and a coolerdor to store excess boxes of cigars in
for very little cash.

Remember, you can never have too many
cigars. What if a blizzard hit GulfShores? It could
take weeks to dig out the driveway. Maintaining a
coolerdor or desktop humidor is easy but a
necessary task to keep your cigars in tijpop-
shape.

If you rememberthat cigars must be maintained
in a similar environment in which the tobac® was
BuichAB o prBtsbhvin your
humidor. For example, cigars do best when
maintained within a temperature range of70-78
degrees and the humidity is maintained between
72and 75 percent4 EEO 1 11 OE
finish this article on how to calibrate your
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hygrometer. i

A hygrometer is an instrument used to measure
relative humidity. Relative humidity is a measure
of how much water the air is holding, relative to
the maximum amount of water the air could
possibly hold at a givertemperature.

Basically all you need is ¥z cup of salt, ¥ cup of
water, your hygrometer and a quality freezer bag.
The salt and water when combined wilproduce a
relative humidity of 75%.

In a coffee cup, pur in % cup of salt and then add
Y cup of water. Stir the mixture so that all of the
salt is moist. The mixture will have the
consistency ofdamp sand. If the mixture is slushy
you have added too much water. Place the coffee
cup and the hygrometer in eguality freezer bag.

Note: You should not allowyour hygrometer to
come in direct contact with the salt/water mixture
because the hygrometer will be damaged.

Place the sealed bag aside at room temperature
for 24 hous. Pick a location free of drafts, out of

direct sunlight, and away from heating oicooling
vents. The temperature should be fairly constant.

After being in the sealed bag foR4 hours, check
the reading of the hygrometert is best to read it
while still in the bag; becauseif your house air is
dry the reading may go down quickly onceou
take the hygrometer out of the bag.

If yours is the adjustable type, adjust the screw or
setting so that it would have read 75 percent. You
will have to do this very quickly, or remember
how much you need to adjust the setting (e.g. for
mine, it read 72 percent when it should have been
75 percent, so | would need to set it ahead by 3
percentage points). You may want to put the
hygrometer back in the bag for another 8 hours to
double check your adjustment.

If yours is not adjustable (like mine), simply nake
a note of how "off" your hygrometer reads. If it
reads below 75 percent, you will need to add the
difference to your actual readings. If your
hygrometer read above 75 percent on the
calibration, you will need to subtract the
difference from your actualreading. Here are
some examples to help:

Case 1: after sitting in the bag for calibration, my
hygrometer read 72 percent. It should have read
75 percent, so the difference is 3 percent. | will
now add 3 percent to the readings | take on the
hygrometer (eg. in a tank) to get the actual
relative humidity.

Case 2: after calibrating in the bag, a hygrometer

read 80 percent. It should have read 75 percent, a
difference of 5 percent. | would have to subtract 5
percent from readings when using the hygrometer
to get an accurate relative humidity.

Remember: always give a hygrometer about 2
hours to stabilize before taking a reading, as
changes in the relative humidity may take a while
to register accurately on a hygrometer.
